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Report 


This report, the first Annual Report of the Supervisor 
of Political Financing, prepared pursuant to Section 13 of 
the Political Process Financing Act, S.N.B. 1978 c. P-9.3, 
covers the activities of the Office for the period July 26, 
1978 (the date of my appointment as Supervisor) to 
March 31, 1979. 

Of necessity, sections of the Political Process 
Financing Act were proclaimed as my office was prepared 
to deal with them. The relevant dates of proclamation were 
as follows: 

• 	 Sections4 throl.1gh 14, dealing with the appointment 
of the Supervisor of Political Financing, the staff of 
the office and the duties and powers of the Super­
visor were proclaimed on July 26, 1978. 

• 	 Sections 51 through 57, dealing with the appoint­
ment of auditors by the parties were proclaimed on 
July 31, 1978. 

• 	 Sections 20 through 27 and 92(1) and 92(2), dealing 
with the Advisory Committee on the financing of 
the Political Process were proclaimed on 
September 1, 1978. 

• 	 Sections 31 through 36 and 93, dealing with the 
annual allowances payable to political parties were 
also proclaimed on September 1, 1978. 

• 	 The remaining sections of the Act were proclaimed 
on September 13, 1978. 

In the early stages, our time was devoted to the 
development of guidelines for the assistance of individuals 
within the parties with responsibilities under the Political 
Process Financing Act, particularly as they related to the 
control over election period expenditures, the collection 
and recording of contributions to the parties and district 
associations, and the maintenance of proper records of 
these transactions. 

The first Advisory Committee consisted of Paul 
LeBreton and Harry K. Scott representing the Progressive 
Conservative Party; Andre F. Richard and Charles 
Sargeant representing the Liberal Party, Lloyd A. 
Nickerson, the Chief Electoral Officer and myself. 

Following the issue of the writs for a provincial general 
election to be held on October 23, 1978, a number of 
requests for clarifications and / or interpretations were 
directed to this office. The Advisory Committee proved to 
be of considerable assistance to the Supervisor in this 
regard. In situations involving a request for a legal 
interpretation, we sought the advice of E. Neil McKelvey, 
a.c., who had agreed to serve as legal counsel to the 
Supervisor of Political Financing. 

A series of information meetings designed to acquaint 
the official agents of the candidates with the reporting 
requirements of election period spending were held. 
Meetings were held in Bathurst, Edmundston, Fredericton, 
Moncton, Newcastle and Saint John. The meetings were 
generally well attended. 

Returns covering election period spending by 
candidates were due on January 5, 1979. With few 
exceptions, this deadline was met. From the election 

period reports received, it appears that those who attended 
the information meetings had much less difficulty in 
completing the returns than those who did not attend. I 
would strongly recommend that every effort be made to 
have the appropriate party officials attend future meetings 
of this type. 

At the time of writing, election period returns have 
been received from representatives of all candidates. 

These Election Period Returns have been reviewed 
and election expense reimbursements, where applicable, 
have been mailed to all official agents. 

A summary of the spending by each of the candidates ~ 
in the last provincial general election is shown on Schedule 
1 to this report. 

The returns covering the election period expenses of 
the registered political parties were due on March 6, 1979. 
These returns have now been reviewed and, together with 
the candidates' election period returns, were made 
available for public examination on April 17, 1979. 

While it is perhaps too early to pass judgement on the 
effectiveness of the Political Process Financing Act, the 
implementation of controls over election period spending 
appears to have resulted in a significant reduction in the 
amounts spent in the 1978 campaign as compared to the 
last general election held in 1974. Total spending by 
parties and candidates in the 1978 general election 
amounted to $1,493,794. Reporting requirements in 1974 
were much less stringent. However, based on the 
information available, a total of $1,929,883 was reported as 
having been spent by the parties and candidates to contest 
the 1974 election. This represents a decrease of $436,089. 

When the 1974 spending levels are restated in terms 
of 1978 dollars (Consumer Price Index, November, 1974 
130.5; October, 1978 179.3), this amounts to $2,651,556 
expressed in 1978 dollars. When this is compared to the 
$1,493,794 spent in 1978 it represents a reduction of some 
$1,158,000 or a decrease of 44%. Details of spending by 
parties and their candidates is shown on Schedule 2 to this 
report. 

Allowances payable to the parties will amount to 
$326,280 in the year 1979. 

The first quarterly installment on the 1979 annual 
allowance payable to the registered political parties under 
Section 33 of the Political Process Financing Act was 
made on March 31, 1979. This payment, together with the 
initial allowance covering the period September 1, 1978 to 
December 31, 1978 is payable to the parties represented 
in the Legislative Assembly together with those parties 
who, although not represented in the Legislature, ran at 
least 10 official candidates in the last general election. 
Schedule 4 annexed to this report provides the details of 
these allowances. 

Information meetings designed to familiarize official 
representatives of parties and district associations with the 
Financial Returns required of them were held in 
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Edmundston, Bathurst, Newcastle, Moncton, Saint John 
and Fredericton in February and March of 1979. 

At the time of writing, we are in the process of 
reviewing the Financial Returns submitted by the 
registered political parties and registered district 
associations on April 1, 1979, covering contributions, other 
sources of revenue, previously held funds and non-election 
spending. 

The staff of the Office of the Supervisor of Political 
Financing consists of myself, a part-time Assistant 
Supervisor, Mr. J. Philippe Morneault, B.A., LLB., and a 
full-time bilingual secretary, Miss Elizabeth A. Letourneau. 

The Office of the Supervisor of Political Financing 
retains the services of E. Neil McKelvey, O.C., and the 
public accounting firm of Clarkson Gordon & Co., Charter­
ed Accountants, as counsel as required from time to time 
on legal and accounting matters, respectively.

While no major problems were encountered in 
administering the Political Process Financing Act, it is in 
my view that a number of minor amendments to the Act 
are desireable. 

Schedule 5 annexed to this report sets forth 
recommended amendments I propose to present to the 
Legislature for its consideration, together with explanatory 
comments on the reasons for seeking the amendments. 

These amendments are primarily of a "housekeeping" 
nature and, in a few instances, to clarify particular 
problems encountered over the past few months. 

r would be remiss if I did not express my gratitude for 
the exceptional degree of support and cooperation 
given me by representatives of all parties and 
independents.

RECOMMENDED AMENDMENTS TO THE 

POLITICAL PROCESS FINANCING ACT 


1) 	 Proposed Amendment 

Section 1 of the Act should be amended 
(a) 	 by repealing in the English version thereof the 

definition "chartered accountant"; 
(b) 	 by adding in the English version thereof immediately 

before the definition "Advisory Committee" the 
following definition: 

'''accountant'' means a chartered accountant, 	a 
certified general acountant or a registered 
industrial accountant; 

Explanatory Note 
The purpose of this amendment is to correct an error 

in the English version of the Act. 

2) 	 Proposed Amendment 

Section 1 of the Act should be amended by repealing 
the definition "election expenses of a candidate" and 
substituting therefor the following: 

"election expenses of a candidate" means 
election expenses incurred or authorized, or 
deemed to have been incurred or authorized, by 
the official agent of that candidate, and includes 
the value, determined in accordance with sub­
section 39(3), of every contribution, other than 
contributions of money, made during an election, 
(a) 	 in the case of a candidate of a registered 

political party, to the registered district ass­
ociation associated with that party in the 
electoral district in which that person is a

(b) 	 he has made an examination of the returns 

in accordance with generally accepted audit­
ing standards; and 

(c) 	 the accounting procedures of that party are 
in accordance with generally accepted 
accounting principles and with the guidelines 
for party accounting issued by the 
Supervisor under Section 14. 

Explanatory Note 
At present, section 55 of the Act requires the auditors 

of the registered political parties to certify things which are 
professionally impossible to certify. The wording for this 
suggested amendment has been recommended by the 
New Brunswick Institute of Chartered Accountants and is 
in conformity with auditing guidelines issued by the 
Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants in respect to 
the provisions under the Canada Elections Act. 

5) 	 Proposed Amendment 

Subsection 63(1) of the Act should be repealed and 
the following substituted therefore: 

Financial returns and the receipts, invoices and 
other vouchers submitted to the Supervisor shall 
be available for public inspection not later than 
ninety days after receipt thereof by the 
Supervisor.

This amendment to section 63 will give the Supervisor 

an additional 60 days to examine and verify financial 
returns before he is required to make them available for 
public inspection.

Explanatory Note 
These amendments to subsection 67(2) are intended 

to clarify that, notwithstanding the definition of election 
expenses in subsection 67(1), certain types of expenditures 
are not to be considered as election expenses and are not 
counted against the spending limits. The additional 
expenditures exempted are those incurred by any person in 
the course of or for the purpose of making a donation 
exempted from being considered as a contribution under 
the Act. These essentially are expenditures incurred by a 
person in the course of (a) donating his personal services, 
talents, or expertise or the use of his vehicle, (b) donating 
property other than money of a total value of less than 
$100., and (c) donating free broadcasting time under 
section 48.
